Lawn Establishment Tip: Water! But not too much.

Grass seeds can be encouraged to break their dormancy (germinate) only if certain requirements are met.

1. Water – is needed to soften seed coat making it possible for the seedling to emerge and to affect changes in chemical compounds.

2. Oxygen – Germination cannot proceed, however, in water saturated soils. Oxygen in soil air is required for the respiration of food reserves in the seed.

So – allow your seeded lawn to dry out in between watering, this will also help to keep those pesky fungal diseases at bay.
